CITIZENS® COMMITTEE
CALLS ON SCHOOL BOARD

DEMANDING TEACHING OF
GERMAN BE ENDED.

Delegation From Liberty Loan
Luncheon Hold Warm Ses-
sion—Action Is Deferred.

There was & snappy meeting for
two hours at the office of the board
of education at the high school
building yesterday aftehnoon, when
the commlttes appointed earlier in
the afternoon &t the Liberty loan
meeting, called upon the board of
education to express the wish of |
the meeting, that the teaching of |
the German language be dropped
at ones In the high school. :

At times during the meeting,
the remarks which flew acrpss the
table fairly sizzled, but later In the
sesslon, all the men present got
down to & better understanding,
and the gession broke up with ev-
erybody In good humor, and as Mr,

Bent expressed {t, “ws are all
friends and &ll good Americans,
and we want to do what is right

and patriotic”

The committee had asked Presi-
dent Jesse Hoffman of the gchool
board to call a special meeting of
that body at 3 o'clock to meet the
committee, and nearly all the mem-
bers of the board were presant. H.
G. Bent, the business manager of
the schools, was also present.

Demand ls Stated.

8 C Deaver, chalrman of the cit-
izens' committee, made a sghort
talk at the opening of the session,
stating that the meeting of Lib-
erty loan workers had appointed
this committee to voice a protest
against the further teaching of
German in the high school, and de-
manding that it be at once discon-
tinued.

Members Make Talks,

During the coure of the mesting
nearly every member of the com-
mittee made remarks expressing
his views C. B. Hughes was the
first speaker. He sgaid that the
American people are awakening to
the fact the perpetuation of the
German language i{s part of the
grand scheme of the German rul-
ers to get a grasp upon the affairs
of this nation as a part of their
world-wide domination schemes.
He himself has had experience with
the influence of German speaking
among our own people, for his
wife's people came of German
stock and his children learned the
German language as part of their
early schooling. Nothing good ecan
come of it; German is not the lan-
gusge of this "hation, and should
not be taught in the schools, for
the deep-set prejudice against it
will last for many years after the
war, and children should learn
something more useful. Since the
teaching is to be discontinued, the
time to do it is right now. It is an
extraordinary measuer, but these
are extraordinary times, and de-
mand drastic action.

Judge Homer W. Hall spoke in'
accord with others of Mr. Deaver's
presentation of the reason for the |
committee’s coming, =&nd stated
that it Is the deep-set purposs of |
the men at the noon meeting, rep- |
resenting the sentiment of the cit- |
izens, that immediate action be
taken.

Mr. Bach .Talks. |
Willilam R. Bach said that when |
he weas sent to echool, his mmer.!
who was a native of German, told|
him that he (the son) might study
Latin, but not German; that the!
German language was left behind!
when the father came to America, !
and English is the language of this!

country, that nothing good can
come from perpetuating it. Mr. |
Bach paid that for the first two|
years of the war, his sympathies |

were with the Germanle allies, but |
since America has entered the|
struggle, his eyes have been open- |
ed, and he sees what a vile influ- |
ence the people of this country are |
fighting. . |

In insisting emphatically upon
the immediate action by the gchool
board abolishing German, Mr.
Bach aroused the hitherto latent
repartee of President Hoffman of
the school board, who stated that
the committee had come to demand
something without first fnquiring
into the status of the matter. Mr.
Bach and Mr. Hoffman for a few
minutes had a pretty snappy pas-
sage-at-arms, figuratively speak-
ing, and each grew somewhat ex-
cited Mr. Hoffman stated that he
would tell the board's side of it at
the proper time, but he resented
some of the remarks of the com-
mitteemen before they had inves-
tigated the facts. He said that he
refused to bes stampeded on this
question.

Mayor Jones Speake.

Mayor Jones made & few remarks
stating that while teaching Ger-
man may have besen borne with in-
diffbrence by citizens a few years
ago or a few months ago, every-
thing is changed since March 21,
when the Germans began their last
desperate battle for the overpower-
ing of the world, and when it be-
came the duty of Americans to
bring every possible pressure to
bear to defeat them. This drasatic
action proposed today is mild with
what may be done six months from
mow In bringing the full power of
the American peopls against the
Germans and everything they rep-
ressnt. He sald that no harm could
come from stopping the teaching
of German at once, since the board
had admitted that it was to be done
at the end of the year at any rate.

year's unit of work (s thirty-six
weeks, or nines school months .and if
two months of this time are dropped
the atudent gets no credit for his
geven months' service.

President Hoffman stated that the
board had virtually entered into a
contract with the young people that
if they would do such studying they
ghould have the credit due them. The
present proposition is to annul this
contract with the students by drastic
action.

Mr. Bent read a letter from H. A.
Hollister of the University of Illi-
nols stating that no credit could be

iven students for seven months of

erman study unless they completed
the full unit ,or nine months. This,
Mr. Bent stated, is the only reason
for hesitating to abolish the study at
once.. Mr. Bemt stated that this
question was discusseq last fall and
it was agreed then that the teaching
of German ghould not be continued
beyond this year, This spring, some
weeks ago, the question of stopping
German before the end of the year
was informally talked over by the
members of the old board, and In-
quiry was made if this could be done
without Jjeopardizing the credits of
the students affected by the actlon.
The letter from Mr. Hollister of the
U. of I. was the reply they had re-
ceived, and with that In hand the
board had thought that abolishing
German at once would be Inadvisable
in the interest of the students. Mr.
Bent sald the board had acted &5 they

thought in the best (nterest of the
school and that no charge of other
than patriotic motives could rest

against the board

Not & Law Unto {tesif.

Principal Wallis, of the high school,
was called upon to explain the rela-
tions of this high school to others
ang to the colleges of the country. He
said that Bloomington high is &8 mem-
ber of the North Central Association
of Bchools and Colleges. This asso-
ciation as a body fixes the standards
of education to bs followed by each
school therein. The qualifications of
teachers, the course of study, and all
such matters must bs uniform. No
school can arbitrarily upset ths rul-
ings of this body. One of these rules
is that a year's work must be a unit
of thirty-six weeks. Therefore if a
student dropped two months before
the end of the year, the student loses
his credit for the seven months' work
aiready done, and he could not get &
certificate from this school to take
to the doors of & college which he
might want to enter.

President Hoffman. Robert E. Wil-
liams, Dr. Brown, C. A. Stephenson
and Mrs. Ausmus made remarks on
behalf of the board explaining their
position.
